Add File Exist Rule 
 
A file or an existence rule must exist on the remote workstations before the program 
can continue installing or uninstalling a package.  If you wish you can also control 
the existence behavior from the Basic tab in the Program Settings window.  
 
In order to add a file to the exist rule The file must exist on your local computer 
before installing this package.  The system will also check if the rule exists on 
the remote computer. 
 
1.  Select the My Package tab.

Add Package Data Files 
 
In order to add package data your files and/or folders must reside on the local 
computer.   If you use, for example, %root%\Notepad.exe, Notepad.exe must exist on 
the local computer under the root drive, C:\Notepad.exe.  The program will copy the 
file Notepad.exe from the root drive to the root drive on the remote PC. PC Network 
Deploy supports the variables shown in the screenshot below:

Add Package Data Folders 
 
In order to add package data your files and/or folders must reside on the local 
computer.  If you use, for example, %root%\Notepad.exe, Notepad.exe must exist on 
the local computer under the root drive, C:\Notepad.exe.  The program will copy the 
file Notepad.exe from the root drive to the root drive on the remote PC. PC Network 
Deploy supports the variables shown in the screenshot below:

Kill Processes 
 
Kill Processes creates an efficient way to close programs on remote computers.  You 
simply make a list of as many processes as you wish and when the package is run the 
system will close all the processes listed in the program.   
 
1.  Select the My Packages tab.

5. If you do not need to make any further changes, click the Confirm Modifications  
button. 
 
 
Registry Merging 
 
PC Network Deploy allows you to import and merge registry from networked 
workstations to create one master registry file that can be pushed out to all the 
networked computers. Follow the steps outlined below to get started.  
 
Important:  This feature is only available in the PC Remote Deploy Enterprise 
Edition.

Registry Delete 
 
1.  Select the My Packages tab.

4.  Select the Registry Delete tab.

Registry Delete via Parser 
 
The Registry Delete via Parser allows you to capture an install package and then 
the program can generate an uninstall registry for that install package so there 
would be no need to capture a special uninstall package.  
 
1.  Select Settings > Manage Settings. 
 

 
 
2.  Choose the Build Rule tab.  
3.  Place a checkmark next to each Parser rule you want to activate.

Add Service to start after Install/Uninstall
