
 

 

 
How to Manage Program Settings 
  
Below you will find instructions on how to customize the settings within PC Network 
Deploy.  The settings allows you to customize how the program handles the data it 
generates.  
 
Basic Settings 
 
The basic tab of the program settings allows to select an enumeration file that you would 
like to use upon the startup of the application.  This tab also allows you to select various 
system checks on the networked stations as shown in step 5 below. 
 
1.  Choose Settings > Manage Settings. 
2. Select the Basic Settings tab. 
 

 
 
3. Click the Open folder icon.  
4.  Highlight the enumerate file you wish to use and click Open.  



 

 

 

 
 
5. Choose any of the basic rule checkbox(es) that you would like activated or remove the 
checkmark(s) to deactivate an option.  
6. Click Ok. 
 



 

 

 
 
Deployment Settings 
 
The Deployment settings allow you to run specific processes before and after installations 
and uninstallations with the ability to use a different login.  You can also select the 
actions before and after installations and uninstallations.   
 
Parser rules are also setup in the deployment settings section.  When installing a package 
to remote computers the program will parse the monitored registry to match the remote 
computers operating system setup.

2. Place checkmarks in the appropriate boxes if you want to list a process to begin 
after the install or uninstall begins or ends.  
3. If you wish to run the process under another enter, place a checkmark in the box 
and type the username and password into the window provided.  
 

 
 
4.  Choose the deployment shutdown actions to occur when installing and uninstalling. 
5.  Enter a message, if you choose to use one, that will appear on the end users screen.

8. If you wish to copy directories using Windows API place a checkmark in the 
appropriate boxes. 
 



 

 

 
 
9. Click Ok when finished. 
 
 
Email Settings 
 
Email settings is a convenient tool that will send the recipient specified all the results 
after each action performed on the network. You will need to specify the email address 
and login information to have the information sent to you as shown in step 3.  
 
1.  Select Settings > Manage Settings. 
2. Select the Email Settings tab.  
3.  Enter the required information to receive results email.  (Note: If you wish 
to test the process, click the Test Email button.) 
 



 

 

 
 
4. Click Ok. 
 
Message Settings 
 
If you are performing an action in which you have to or wish to send a message to all 
affected workstation users, the message tab allows you to type a customized note that will 
be sent to the networked computers to inform them that maintenance is going to be 
performed on their computer.  
 
1. Select Settings > Manage Settings. 
2.  Select the Message Sending tab.  
3.  If you wish to send a message to all the remote computers after the system has  
performed an action, you will need to enter a check in the checkbox and type the message 
you want to appear on the affected workstations.  
 



 

 

 
 
4. Click the Test Messenger Service button to test the setup.  
5. Click Ok when finished. 
 
 
Additional Settings 
 
Additional settings allow you to enable live progress information on the networked 
workstations, check to see if a package will conflict on a particular workstation, 
as well as setup port information. 
 
1.  Select Settings > Manage Settings. 
2.  Select the Additional settings tab.  
3. Adjust the settings as necessary.  
 



 

 

 
 
4. Click Ok when finished. 
 
Snapshot Settings 
 
Snapshot settings allows you to setup the options for starting and stopping services, 
replace the Windows installer, display error reports, and create a repository directory. 
 
1. Choose Settings > Manage Settings. 
2. Add or remove checkmark(s) for the Rules tab that you want to include or exclude 
from the program settings.  
 



 

 

 
 
3.  Place checkmarks or remove checkmarks to build a rule under the Build Rule tab.

4.  If you wish to replace the Windows Installer to match the remote user, place a 
checkmark in the checkbox below under the Registry tab.

6. If you need to select a Package repository directory, select the Open button and 
navigate to the file you want to add.  
 



 

 

 
 
 
 Snapshot Filters Settings 
 
You can setup filters for the hard drive, registry, services and processes using the  
Snapshot filter settings steps outlined below.  
 
1.  Choose Settings > Manage Settings. 
2.  Select the HDD tab.  
3.  Choose the path for the Hard Drive filter from the list or add a filter by clicking 
the Add Filter  button.  
 



 

 

 
 
4. Select the Registry tab.  
5. Choose a registry filter path from the list or click the Add Filter  to add a customized 
filter.

7.  Highlight the filtered service path or click the Add Filter  button to add a customized 
filter.  
8.  Select the Processes tab and choose a filter from the list displayed or click the Add

Using the step outlined below you can manage the registry key information for 
networked workstations.  
 
1.  Select Settings > Manage Settings. 
2.  Enter the registry key information for scanning.
