EMCO Network Inventory enables you to specify custom scan criteria for the selected 
machines on your LAN. The system allows you to scan additional information for: 
 

·  File 
·  Registry 
·  Services 
 

This report option allows you to scan selected machines on your network for a specific 
file. You can specify the file that you want to scan and its version number.  
 
File Custom Scan 
 
1. Select Operations and Management > Management Tools > Custom Scan

3. Place a checkmark in the Active checkbox to make the custom file scan active in the 
system.

Registry Custom Scan 
 
EMCO Network Inventory enables you to specify a custom scan criteria on registry 
keys for the specific machines selected on the network. The key, type of the registry 
key and its value can all be scanned on selected machines. You can use this feature to 
scan machines that have the selected registry key with specified data on it which is very 
useful when you want to see which machines registry values are set to the specified 
value. 
 
1. Select Operations and Management > Management Tools > Custom Scan

3. Place a checkmark in the Active column to make the registry scan active in the system.  
 
4. If you wish to link the installed apps to the registry scan, place a checkmark in the 
appropriate checkbox.  
 

 
 
5. Select a display name or type it into the textbox.  
 
6. Click the Registry Data and a popup registry window will appear.

8. Enter a Value.  
 
9. Type in a Key.

11. If you wish to activate the Fetch Registry Value to Result, place a checkmark in the 
corresponding box.

Services Custom Scan 
 
EMCO Network Inventory enables you to create custom scan criteria for different 
services installed on your network. You can specify the name of the service and the 
required state of the service that you want to check. This helps you to check the machines 
that have a selected service with specified status installed on it. 
 
1. Select Operations and Management > Management Tools > Custom Scan

3. Place a checkmark next to the Active option to make the custom service scan active.  
 
4. Click to place a checkmark next to the Linked to Installed Apps.
