
 

 

PC Remote Desktop Pro allows you to scan your network computers in three ways 
including scanning the entire network, scanning the network via an IP range, or scanning 
via an entire domain.  
 
Scanning the entire network 
 
1. Select Scan Network > Scan Whole Network.  
 

 
 
2. The system will scan the network and when finished you will see that the Networking 
listing should show in parentheses the number of machines it has found.   
 
3. Click the ‘+’ next to Networking for a list of the machines that it found.  
 
 



 

 

 
 
Scanning the network via an IP range 
 
1. Select Scan Network > Scan Network via IP Range. 
 
 



 

 

 
 
2. Select the Provider from the drop down menu or type the Provider into the box 
provided.  
 

 



 

 

 
3. Choose your Domain/Workgroup or type it in the space provided.  
 

 
 
4. Enter the IP Range you would like the program to scan.  
 
5. If there are IP addresses you would like the system to ignore enter them into the 
appropriate box and click the ‘+’ to add additional machine.

Scanning the network via domain 
 
1. Select Scan Network > Scan Network via Domain.  
 



 

 

 
2.  Select the Provider from the drop down menu or type it in.
