
 

 

The PC Remote Registry Merge tutorial begins by stepping you through exporting the 
registry from a computer, loading it into the Registry Merge software, and then pushing 
the files to all the network machines.  
 
1. Select Start > Run. 
 
2. Type regedit and press Ok.

4. Select the location to save the file.  
 
5. Select the Win9x/NT4 Registration File (*.reg) as the Save As Type shown below.  
 

 
 

6. Select the Save button. 
 
7. Open the PC Remote Registry Merge program. 
 
8. Select the Registry Files tab at the bottom of the window. 

 



 

 

 
 
 

9. Choose the Add Files button. 
 

 
 

10. Navigate to the registration file that you want to load onto each workstation. Click

11. You will now notice that the file is listed as loaded on the Remote Registry Merge as 

shown below highlighted in blue.

13. Press the Ctrl  button and click all of the available machines that you want to merge 
the registries for.  
 

 
 

14. Drag the highlighted machine names listed and drop them in the Machine Queue as 
shown below.  



 

 

 

 
 

15. Select the Execute Merge button. 
 

 
 

16.  You will receive a message in the Live Results window indicating that the transfer 
was successful.
